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Scholarship Earners are Named by The Thomas and Elsie Deeley Foundation

Bristol, CT — April 21, 2022 — Four scholarship earners have been named by the Thomas and
Elsie Deeley Foundation, a not-for-profit private foundation established by their two children in
1996 to memorialize the “helping hand” approach they learned from their parents. The
foundation grants annual scholarships for deserving graduating seniors planning to attend
college. The Deeley Foundation had previously partnered with Sacred Heart High School in
Waterbury and more recently has partnered with St. Paul Catholic High School in Bristol.

This year the awards total $186,412 over 4 years and the recipients are as follows:

Nathan Stellmach from Waterbury, will graduate from St. Paul Catholic High School, after
transferring from Sacred Heart High School. He recently was awarded a scholarship to attend
Middlebury College, in Vermont where he will major in Political Science. His mentor will be Jake
Rinaldi who graduated from Williams, spent a year studying at Peking University, is fluent in
Chinese, and is a doctoral candidate in Middle Eastern and Asian studies at Cambridge University
in the UK. The following is what Nathan had to say after learning he earned the scholarship, “When
